Before writing his classic tale Charlotteôs Web, in which a spi-

der saves a pig from being killed, White was caring for a dy-
ing pig on the farm: ñOne day when I was on my way to feed 

the pig, I began to feel sorry for the pig because, like most 

pigs, he was doomed. This made me sad. So I started thinking 

of ways to save a pigôs life.ò And thus the story of Wilbur was 
born. Charlotte dies, knowing she has given her life saving 

her friend. Thatôs the kind of Love that Jesus says we should 

have for our friends.
